Music Ministry





In July Lois VanDyke fell off the organ bench during worship and has fractured her neck.  She is home and healing.  She and Bill still need your prayers because she will be in her uncomfortable neck brace for several more weeks.    This brings us to the realization that once in a while, Lois and Cathy will be gone from worship at the same time.  The question then becomes what do we do for music during worship when this happens?





Council discussed this and has a couple of options we are looking into along with Cathy Badge and Lois VanDykes input.  Council will make a decision at the October meeting which direction we would like to pursue.  Our options are:


The Hymnal on CD:  Cost is aound $400 – most is not organ music.  We will be using a song or two from the CD sample on September 18th during worship.


There is currently a box on the organ that is programmable but programs to 3 ½ inch floppy discs.   This is very outdated and needs to be upgraded if we want to have Cathy or Lois preprogram whole worship services for us.  Cathy has a quote from the organ company for upgrading the box so it will save digitally to a USB drive and can hold a full worship service and be run by remote even by the pastor if they will not be here.  The cost for this upgrade including the box, installation, and an outside hard drive for back up is between $2,300 and $2,500.  This Option will allow us to have organ music even if we don’t have an organist for the day.  


Currently we are just exploring options but know that we need to do something in the future.  If you have any questions or would like to pledge towards the purchase of which ever option the council decides is the best please let the church office know.  Questions regarding the programmable organ should be directed to Cathy Badge.

Below is a brief background about the Hoovers.  





Jeff and Ellen Hoover are missionaries with the General Board of Global Ministries assigned since 1979 to the Democratic Republic of Congo, formerly Zaire.  Jeff is a professor at Katanga Methodist University at Mulungwishi, teaching church history and information technology.





Ellen teaches courses in church history and Islam at the university in Mulungwishi. She also works with The English-Speaking School of Lubumbashi (TESOL), an elementary school for children of missionaries. Ellen helped start the school in 1987. Ellen holds a doctorate from Yale in African history, anthropology, and European history.





The Hoovers are deeply committed to the United-Methodist university at Mulungwishi believing it can help address the critical needs of the Congo that are emerging after three decades of the Modutu regime and five years of war. French rather than English is the principal language in Congo so a Congolese university can best serve the needs of this country, following the principles and values of Africa University.
